(If you 
purchase a one-way ticket pre-game, you may be stuck in a long line post-game to buy 
another one-way ticket.)
Validators will be located on the ramps leading up to the station, and the station platforms. 
Tap or scan before you board.
Kids ride free! Take advantage of the MTS Youth Opportunity Pass or Family Weekends
(two kids 12 and under ride free with an adult, no PRONTO card needed) promotions.
